INSTALLATION OF COOKTOP

1. Turn the cooktop down and place on smooth ground.

2. In order to prevent entrance of foreign substances and liquids be-
tween cooktop and counter, apply the paste given in package to the sides
of lower guard of counter. For corners, curl paste and increase curls till
filling corner gaps.

3. Turn cooktop again and align with and place on counter.

4. Fasten up your cooktop on counter by using the clamp and screws
supplied.

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MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

Before starting to maintenance or cleaning, firstly unplug the plug sup-
plying electricity to cooktop and turn down gas valve. |f cooktop is hot,
wait for cooling down.
