CAUTION: Do not use ammonia-based cleaners on or around the printer.

During the printing process, paper, toner, and dust particles can accumulate inside the printer. Over
time, this buildup can cause print quality problems, such as toner specks or smearing, and paper jams.
To correct and prevent these types of problems, you can clean the print cartridge area and the printer
media path.

Clean the print-cartridge area
You do not need to clean the print-cartridge area often. However, cleaning this area can improve the
quality of your printed sheets.

WARNING! To avoid injury, turn the product off, disconnect the power cord, and wait for the product
to cool before cleaning it.

1. Open the print-cartridge door, and then remove the print cartridge.

CAUTION: Do not touch the black sponge-transfer roller inside the product. Doing so can
damage the product.

Clean the paper path (HP LaserJet P2030 Series Printers only)
If you are experiencing toner specks or dots on the printouts, clean the product media path. This process
uses a transparency to remove dust and toner from the media path. Do not use bond or rough paper.
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NOTE: For best results use a sheet of transparency. If you do not have any transparencies, you can
use copier grade media (70 to 90 g/m2 (18 to 24 lb)) with a smooth surface.

1. Make sure that the product is idle and the Ready light is on.

2. Load the transparency in Tray 1.

3. Print a cleaning page.

The formatter sends video signals to the DC controller, which controls the laser/scanner. When the laser/
scanner system receives those signals, it converts them to latent images on the photosensitive drum.

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Introduction
This chapter describes the removal and replacement of field-replaceable units (FRUs) only.

NOTE: Your product might not appear exactly as the one shown in the photos in this chapter. For
example, the color of the external panels and covers might be different than your product. However, the
procedures in this chapter are valid for both the HP LaserJet P2035 and the HP LaserJet P2055.

Replacing FRUs is generally the reverse of removal. Notes and tips are included to provide directions
for difficult or critical replacement procedures.

HP does not support repairing individual subassemblies or troubleshooting to the component level.

Note the length, diameter, color, type, and placement of each screw. Be sure to return each screw to
its original location during reassembly.

Incorrectly routed or loose wire harnesses can interfere with other internal components and can become
damaged or broken. Frayed or pinched harness wires can be difficult to find. When replacing wire
harnesses, always use the provided wire loops, lance points, or wire-harness guides.

Removal and replacement strategy 
WARNING! Turn the product off, wait 5 seconds, and then remove the power cord before attempting
to service the product. If this warning is not followed, severe injury can result, in addition to damage to
the product. The power must be on for certain functional checks during problem solving. However, the
power supply should be disconnected during parts removal.

Never operate or service the product with the protective cover removed from the laser/scanner
assembly. The reflected beam, although invisible, can damage your eyes.

The sheet-metal parts can have sharp edges. Be careful when handling sheet-metal parts.

CAUTION: Do not bend or fold the flat flexible cables (FFCs) during removal or installation. Also, do
not straighten pre-folds in the FFCs. You must Make sure that all FFCs are fully seated in their
connectors. Failure to fully seat an FFC into a connector can cause a short circuit in a PCA.

NOTE: To install a self-tapping screw, first turn it counterclockwise to align it with the existing thread
pattern, and then carefully turn it clockwise to tighten. Do not overtighten. If a self-tapping screw-hole
becomes stripped, repair the screw-hole or replace the affected assembly.

Electrostatic discharge

CAUTION:  Some parts are sensitive to electrostatic discharge (ESD). Look for the ESD reminder
when removing product parts. Always perform service work at an ESD-protected workstation or mat. If
an ESD workstation or mat is not available, ground yourself by touching the sheet-metal chassis
before touching an ESD-sensitive part.

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Troubleshooting process
When the product malfunctions or encounters an unexpected situation, the product control panel alerts
you to the situation. This chapter contains information to help diagnose and solve problems.

● Use the pre-troubleshooting checklist to evaluate the source of the problem and to reduce the
number of steps that are required to fix the problem.

● Use the troubleshooting flowchart to pinpoint the root cause of hardware malfunctions. The
flowchart guides you to the appropriate section of this chapter that provides steps for correcting
the malfunction.

Before beginning any troubleshooting procedure, check the following conditions:

● Are supply items within their rated life?

● Does the configuration page reveal any configuration errors?

NOTE: The customer is responsible for checking supplies and for using supplies that are in good
condition.

Pre-troubleshooting checklist 
The following table includes basic questions to ask the customer to quickly help define the problem or
problems.

General topic Questions

Environment ● Is the product installed on a solid, level surface (+/- 1°)?

● Is the power-supply voltage within ± 10 volts of the specified power source?

● Is the power-supply plug inserted in the product and the outlet?

● Is the operating environment within the specified parameters?

● Is the product exposed to ammonia gas, such as that produced by diazo copiers
or office cleaning materials?

NOTE: Diazo copiers produce ammonia gas as part of the coping processes.
Ammonia gas (from cleaning supplies or a diazo copier) can have an adverse
affect on some product components (for example, the print-cartridge OPC).

● Is the product exposed to direct sunlight?

Media ● Does the customer use only supported media?

● Is the media in good condition (no curls, folds, or distortion)?

● Is the media stored correctly and within environmental limits?

Input trays ● Is the amount of media in the tray within specifications?

● Is the media placed in the tray correctly?

● Are the paper guides aligned with the media?

● Is the cassette correctly installed in the product?

Print cartridges ● Is each print cartridge correctly installed?

Transfer unit and fuser ● Are the transfer unit and fuser installed correctly?
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General topic Questions

Covers ● Is the front cover closed?

Condensation ● Does condensation occur following a temperature change (particularly in winter
following cold storage)? If so, wipe affected area dry or leave the product on
for 10 to 20 minutes.

● Was a print cartridge installed soon after being moved from a cold to a warm
room? If so, allow the print cartridge to sit at room temperature for 1 to 2 hours.

Miscellaneous ● Check for and remove any non-HP components (print cartridges, memory
modules, and EIO cards) from the product.

● Remove the product from the network and make sure that the failure is
associated with the product before beginning troubleshooting.

● For any print-quality issues, calibrate the product.
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Tools for troubleshooting
The section describes the tools that can help you solve problems with your device.

Continuous self-test (HP LaserJet P2050 Series only)
The continuous self-test puts the device into a continuous printing mode without having to send jobs to
it.

1. Confirm that the product is in a Ready state. Press OK to enter the main menu.

2. Simultaneously press and hold the down arrow  and Cancel button .

3. Press OK to re-enter the main menu.

4. Navigate to the secondary service menu.

5. Select Service Reports and then Cont. Self-Test.

To terminate the continuous self-test, press the Cancel button .

Half self-test functional check
The half self-test check determines which printing process is malfunctioning.

1. Print a Configuration page.

2. Press the print-cartridge-door button after the paper advances halfway through the product (about
five seconds after the motor begins rotating). The leading edge of the paper should have advanced
past the print cartridge.

3. Remove the print cartridge.

4. Open the print cartridge drum shield to view the drum surface. If a dark and distinct toner image is
present on the drum surface, assume that the first two functions of the electrophotographic process
are functioning (image formation and development). Troubleshoot the failure as a transfer or fusing
problem.

If there is no image on the photosensitive drum, perform these checks:

1. Make sure you removed the entire length of the sealing tape from the print cartridge before you
installed the cartridge.

2. Perform a drum rotation functional check to make sure that the drum is rotating.

3. Perform a high-voltage contacts check.

Drum rotation functional check 
The photosensitive drum, located in the print cartridge, must rotate for the print process to work. The
photosensitive drum receives its drive from the main drive assembly.

NOTE: This test is especially important if refilled print cartridges have been used.

1. Open the print-cartridge door.

2. Remove the print cartridge.
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3. Mark the drive gear on the cartridge with a felt-tipped marker. Note the position of the mark.

4. Replace the print cartridge and close the print-cartridge door. The startup sequence should rotate
the drum enough to move the mark.

5. Open the print-cartridge door and inspect the gear that was marked in step 3. Verify that the mark
moved.

If the mark did not move, inspect the main drive assembly to make sure that it is meshing with the print
cartridge gears. If the drive gears appear functional and the drum does not move, replace the print
cartridge. See Print cartridge on page 102.

Heating element check
Paper passes between the heating element and a soft pressure roller to fuse toner to the paper.

1. Unplug the product for at least ten minutes.

High-voltage contacts check
The high-voltage contacts in the product must have a good connection with the contacts on the print
cartridge to provide the necessary voltages for the electrophotographic processes.

Checking the print cartridge contacts  
When the product is turned on, high voltage is placed on the developer roller of the print cartridge. If the
antenna does not detect this voltage, the product displays an Install Black Cartridge message. Remove
the print cartridge and visually inspect the three connection points on the ends of the print cartridge:
primary charging contact (callout 1), developer roller contact (callout 2), and antenna contact (callout 3).
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If one is dirty or corroded, clean the connection with isopropyl alcohol. If one is damaged, replace the
print cartridge. See Print cartridge on page 102.

Jams

Common causes of jams
Many jams are caused by using paper that does not meet HP specifications. For complete paper
specifications for all HP LaserJet products, see the HP LaserJet Printer Family Print Media Guide. This
guide is available at www.hp.com/support/ljpaperguide.

The product is jammed.1

Cause Solution

The paper does not meet specifications. Use only paper that meets HP specifications. See Supported
paper and print media on page 32.

A component is installed incorrectly. Verify that the print cartridge is correctly installed.

You are using paper that has already passed through a product
or copier.

Do not use paper that has been previously printed on or copied.

The paper is removed before it settles into the output bin. Reset the product. Wait until the page completely settles in the
output bin before removing it.

The paper is in poor condition. Replace the paper.

The paper is perforated or embossed. Perforated or embossed paper does not separate easily. Feed
single sheets from Tray 1.

Paper was not stored correctly. Replace the paper in the trays. Paper should be stored in the
original packaging in a controlled environment.

● In your printer driver, make sure the appropriate media
type is selected.

● Plug the printer directly into an AC outlet instead of into a
power strip.

Vertical repetitive defects

● The print cartridge might be damaged. If a repetitive mark
occurs at the same spot on the page, install a new
HP print cartridge.

● The internal parts might have toner on them. If the defects
occur on the back of the page, the problem will probably
correct itself after a few more printed pages.

● In your printer driver, make sure the appropriate media
type is selected.

Misformed characters

● If characters are improperly formed, producing hollow
images, the media stock might be too slick. Try a different
media.

● If characters are improperly formed, producing a wavy
effect, the printer might need service. Print a configuration
page. If the characters are improperly formed, contact an
HP-authorized dealer or service representative.
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Page skew

● Make sure that the media is loaded correctly and the
media guides are not too tight or too loose against the
media stack.

● The input bin might be too full.

● Check the media type and quality.

Curl or wave

● Check the media type and quality. Both high temperature
and high humidity cause media to curl.

● The media might have been in the input tray too long.
Turn over the stack of media in the tray. Also, try rotating
the media 180° in the input tray.

● Open the straight-through output door and try printing
straight through.

● The fuser temperature might be too high. In your printer
driver, make sure the appropriate media type is selected.
If the problem persists, select a media type that uses a
lower fuser temperature, such as transparencies or light
media.

Wrinkles or creases

● Make sure that media is loaded properly.

● Check the media type and quality.

● Open the straight-through output door and try printing
straight through.

● Turn over the stack of media in the tray. Also, try rotating
the media 180° in the input tray.

● For envelopes, this can be caused by air pockets inside
the envelope. Remove the envelope, flatten the
envelope, and try printing again.
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Toner scatter outline

● If large amounts of toner have scattered around the
characters, the media might be resisting the toner. (A
small amount of toner scatter is normal for laser printing.)
Try a different media type.

● Turn over the stack of media in the tray.

● Use media that is designed for laser printers.
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Solve print-quality problems
You can prevent most print-quality problems by following these guidelines.

● Configure the trays for the correct paper-type setting. See Configure trays (HP LaserJet P2050
Series Printers only) on page 43.

● Use paper that meets HP specifications. See Supported paper and print media on page 32.

● Clean the product as necessary. See Clean the paper path (HP LaserJet P2050 Series Printers
only) on page 70.

Print-quality problems associated with paper
Some print-quality problems arise from using paper that does not meet HP specifications.

● The surface of the paper is too smooth.

● The moisture content of the paper is uneven, too high, or too low. Use paper from a different source
or from an unopened ream.

● Some areas of the paper reject toner. Use paper from a different source or from an unopened ream.

● The letterhead you are using is printed on rough paper. Use a smoother, xerographic paper. If this
solves your problem, ask the supplier of your letterhead to use paper that meets HP specifications.

● The paper is excessively rough. Use a smoother, xerographic paper.

● The paper is too heavy for the paper-type setting that you selected, so the toner is not fusing to
the paper.

Media Guide. This guide is available at www.hp.com/support/ljpaperguide.

Print-quality problems associated with the environment
If the product is operating in excessively humid or dry conditions, verify that the printing environment is
within specifications. See Operating environment on page 293.

Print-quality problems associated with jams
Make sure that all sheets are cleared from the paper path.

● If the product recently jammed, print two to three pages to clean the paper path.

● If the sheets do not pass through the fuser and cause image defects on subsequent documents,
print two to three pages to clean the paper path. If the problem persists, print and process a cleaning
page. See Clean the paper path (HP LaserJet P2050 Series Printers only) on page 70.
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Solve performance problems
Problem Cause Solution

Pages print but are totally blank. The sealing tape might still be in the print
cartridges.

Verify that the sealing tape has been
completely removed from the print
cartridges.

The document might contain blank
pages.

Check the document that you are printing
to see if content appears on all of the
pages.

The product might be malfunctioning. To check the product, print a
Configuration page.

Pages print very slowly. Heavier paper types can slow the print
job.

Print on a different type of paper.

Complex pages can print slowly. Proper fusing may require a slower print
speed to ensure the best print quality.

Pages did not print. The product might not be pulling paper
correctly.

Make sure paper is loaded in the tray
correctly.

The paper is jamming in the product. Clear the jam. See Jams on page 229.

The USB cable might be defective or
incorrectly connected.

● Disconnect the USB cable at both
ends and reconnect it.

● Try printing a job that has printed in
the past.

● Try using a different USB cable.

Other devices are running on your
computer.

The product might not share a USB port.
If you have an external hard drive or
network switchbox that is connected to
the same port as the product, the other
device might be interfering. To connect
and use the product, you must
disconnect the other device or you must
use two USB ports on the computer.
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Solve connectivity problems
Solve direct-connect problems

If you have connected the product directly to a computer, check the cable.

● Verify that the cable is connected to the computer and to the product.

● Verify that the cable is not longer than 2 meters (6 feet). Replace the cable if necessary.

● Verify that the cable is working correctly by connecting it to another product. Replace the cable if
necessary.

Solve network problems
Check the following items to verify that the product is communicating with the network. Before beginning,
print a configuration page. See Print the information pages on page 48.

1. Are there any physical connection problems between the workstation or file server and the product?

Verify that the network cables, connections, and router configurations are correct. Verify that the
network cable lengths meet network specifications.

2. Are the network cables connected properly?

Make sure that the product is attached to the network using the appropriate port and cable. Check
each cable connection to make sure that it is secure and in the right place. If the problem continues,
try a different cable or ports on the hub or transceiver. The amber activity light and the green link
status light next to the port connection on the back of the product should be lit.

3. Are the product link speed and duplex settings set correctly?

Hewlett-Packard recommends leaving this setting in automatic mode (the default setting).

4. Can you "ping" the product?

Use the command prompt to ping the product from the computer. For example:

ping 192.168.45.39

Make sure that the ping displays round-trip times.

If you are able to ping the product, verify that the IP address configuration for the product is correct
on the computer. If it is correct, delete and then add the product again.

If the ping command failed, verify that the network hubs are on, and then verify that the network
settings, the product, and the computer are all configured for the same network.

5. Have any software programs been added to the network?

Make sure they are compatible and that they are installed correctly with the correct printer drivers.

6. Are other users able to print?

The problem might be workstation-specific. Check the workstation network drivers, printer drivers,
and redirection (capture in Novell NetWare).

7. If other users are able to print, are they using the same network operating system?
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Check your system for proper network operating system setup.

8. Is your protocol enabled?

Check the status of your protocol on the Configuration page. You can also use the embedded Web
server to check the status of other protocols. See Embedded Web server (HP LaserJet P2055dn,
HP LaserJet P2055x, and HP LaserJet P2035n only) on page 57.

9. Does the product appear in HP Web Jetadmin or other management program?

● Verify network settings on the Network configuration page.

● Confirm the network settings for the product using the product control panel (for products with
control panels).
